Regeneration is the theological term for the
Christian’s “new” or “second” birth in Christ. By
definition, regeneration is the act of God by which
He imparts divine life to man upon the single
condition of faith in Jesus Christ as personal
Savior. Several words and phrases in the Bible
express the concept of regeneration. The
following passages show how frequently the
doctrine of regeneration is found in the Bible.
